MARCH FOR LIFE PILGRIMAGE TO
WASHINGTON, D.C.

DODGE CITY DIOCESE ORGANIZING MARCH FOR
LIFE PILGRIMAGE: Tom and Lisa Ridder (St. Mary’s
Parish, Marienthal) are coordinating a bus pilgrimage for
the Catholic Diocese of Dodge City to the March for Life
in Washington, D.C. next January. Tentative plans call for
the pilgrimage to commence at the Cathedral of Our Lady
of Guadalupe in Dodge City on Wednesday, Jan. 16, then
travel to Larned and Great Bend to pick up additional par-
ticipants. Pilgrims will travel overnight on the bus and
arrive in D.C. mid-morning on Jan. 17.
