PRIEST CORNER

The Magi, we are told were akin to wise men or as-
trologers from the region East of Jerusalem, maybe
from the land of Persia. They were Gentiles. They
didn’t know the specifics of Jewish prophecy. So
when they arrived at Bethlehem and started asking
about a newborn king, the Jews told them of the prophecy of Mi-
cah. . . Bethlehem. . . from you shall come a ruler who is to shep-
herd my people Israel.

The shepherds had preceded the Magi by some time. We can see
that the shepherd’s story was an easy-come, easy-go story; the
shepherds were told to go to the stable by angels. They went. It
was nearby. And after having adored the child Jesus they quickly
went back to shepherding in the hills. They didn’t have a long
journey, a lot of doubts and mysterious signs. It was straightfor-
ward. But for the Magi it was different. It was a long journey from
the East, and there was much uncertainty. Yet they came none-
the-less in order to pay homage to the new-born face to face.

We act with the Magi by bearing witness to Christ in our day-to-
day lives. You know we simply don’t come to bear witness to the
propositions of the faith . . . like those of the creed. “We believe in
God, the Father Almighty . . .” Yes that’s important, and it’s im-
portant for us to understand that, and believe it. But people aren’t
just drawn to the truth in a set of ideas; they’re drawn to a person.
They’re drawn to the person of Jesus Christ.

I think of the stories of people who are drawn to Christ. Maybe
they’re drawn to the quietness of church to pray, maybe they’re
experiencing great hardship in their life and they look for a deeper
meaning. God is drawing all of these to believe and accept him.
And we do this most radically, most profoundly when we believe
that Jesus is really present in the sacrament of the Eucharist.
When we accept Jesus here in the Eucharist, then we can truly
accept Jesus in our lives. Fr. Charles
