Eggs, as a sign of new life, go back millennia. In the ancient East, eggs
were used as part of the celebration of the spring equinox. It was easy for
Christians to make use of the same symbol for the Resurrection. The hard
shell represents the tomb, with the new life sealed inside of it. In Ortho-
dox and Eastern Churches, eggs were dyed red, to signify the blood of
Christ that was shed for our salvation. The season of Lent originally includ-
ed the fasting from dairy products as well as meat (eggs were considered
a dairy product because they came from an animal without the shedding
of blood). That meant that there would be a surplus of eggs at Easter, and
some were hardboiled to help preserve them. The decorative eggs of to-
day are still a symbol of the risen Christ!

Los huevos son sefial de nueva vida, volviendo al milenio. En el antiguo
Oriente, los huevos fueron utilizados Como parte de la celebracion del
inicio de la primavera. Fue fdcil para los cristianos hacer de este un sim-
bolo de la Resurreccion. La dura cascara representa la tumba, con nueva
vida dentro de él. En la iglesia Ortodoxas y Orientales los huevos se pintan
de rojo, para significar que la sangre de Cristo fue derramada para nues-
tra salvacion. La temporada de cuaresma originalmente incluia la absti-
nencia de productos ldcteos y carne, (los huevos eran considerados un
producto Ildcteo ya que provenian de un animal sin derramamiento de
sangre). Esto significaba que habia muchos huevos en Pascua, y algunos
los cosian para que se conservaran mds tiempo. jLos huevos decorativos
este dia siguen siendo un simbolo de Cristo resucitado!
