CATECHESIS FOR RECEIVING HOLY COMMUNION | CATEQUESIS PARA RECIBIR LA SAGRADA COMUNION

Before Receiving Communion: To receive Holy Communion worthily it is necessary to be free from mortal sin, to have a right intention
and to obey the Church's laws on the fast required before Holy Communion [refrain from food & drink — except water- 1 hour prior to receiving]
out of reverence for the body and blood of Our Divine Lord. However, there are some cases in which Holy Communion may be received
without fasting. Venial sin does not make us unworthy of receiving Holy Communion; but it does prevent us from receiving the more

abundant graces and blessings which we would otherwise receive from Holy Communion. (See Compendium of Catechism of Catholic Church #291;
See Catechism 1385-1389)
