OCTUBRE MES DEL RESPETO A LA VIDA

FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR | DESDE EL ESCRITORIO DEL PARRACO ﬁ

This weekend Gospel presents us the encounter between our Lord Jesus and the ten lepers. In the New Testament, when the word
“leper” is mentioned, it means the most pitiable state of a person. Lepers were considered outcasts in society. Normally, they no longer
got support from their own family and friends. They were considered not only literally unclean but also spiritually. Leprosy then was con-
sidered as some kind of curse inflicted by God to punish people because of their sinfulness. More than physical pain, lepers suffered
emotional and psychological pain the most, considering the fact that they were separated from their loved ones, relatives, friends and
the community they belong to. It was in this kind of situation when Jesus encountered the ten lepers.

Jesus was not afraid to get near them. He was not afraid to touch them. Jesus instructed the lepers to visit with a priest. As the lepers
went off to look for a priest, they were healed. This story should have been a beautiful Jesus’ healing account. But what was tragic was
the fact that out of ten lepers only one came back to worship God and thank Jesus, the source of healing. The other nine showed an igno-
ble display of ingratitude.

Friends, the Gospel message is, therefore, a reminder and a challenge for us to live a life of gratitude. Living a life of gratitude is not just a
simple habit of generous words of ‘thanks!” It has become almost automatic to any one of us to always say “Thank you!” For instance,
when somebody greeted you - “How are you doing?” We automatically respond, “I’'m fine, thank you!” Or when somebody compliment-
ed our appearance, we quickly respond “Thank you!” But living a life in gratitude is more than that. It is a recognition that everything is
but grace from God, a reason that we should always be thankful for. God is a gracious God. This means that, when we realize that every-
thing is but grace, then we should be thankful to God. When we realize that we were forgiven, then it should be easy for us to forgive.
When we realize that God loves us unconditionally, then it should be easy for us to be loving of others unconditionally. When we realize
how gracious and generous God is to us, then it should be easy for us to give and be generous from the heart. Our gratitude to God
should be translated into action. We do not just simply say “Thank you, Lord!” It should be translated into the concrete. Fr. Eric

El Evangelio de este fin de semana nos presenta el encuentro entre nuestro Sefior Jesus y los diez leprosos. En el Nuevo Testa mento, cuan-
do se menciona la palabra "leproso”, se refiere al estado mds lamentable de una persona. Los leprosos eran considerados marginados de
la sociedad. Normalmente, ya no contaban con el apoyo de sus familiares y amigos. Se les consideraba no solo impuros en sentido literal,
sino también espiritual. La lepra se consideraba entonces una especie de maldicion impuesta por Dios para castigar a las personas por su
pecado. Mds que el dolor fisico, los leprosos sufrian el mayor dolor emocional y psicoldgico, considerando que estaban separados de sus
seres queridos, parientes, amigos y la comunidad a la que pertenecian. Fue en esta situacion cuando Jesus se encontro con los diez lep-
rosos.

Jesus no tuvo miedo de acercarse a ellos. No tuvo miedo de tocarlos. Jesus les pidid que visitaran a un sacerdote. Cuando los leprosos
fueron a buscarlo, sanaron. Esta historia deberia haber sido un hermoso relato de la sanacidn de Jesus. Pero lo trdgico fue que, de diez
leprosos, solo uno regreso para adorar a Dios y agradecer a Jesus, la fuente de sanacion. Los otros nueve mostraron una innoble muestra
de ingratitud.

Amigos, el mensaje del Evangelio es, por lo tanto, un recordatorio y un desafio para que vivamos una vida de gratitud. Vivir una vida
agradecido no es solo un simple hdbito de decir "igracias!". Se ha vuelto casi automdtico para cualquiera de nosotros decir siempre
"iGracias!". Por ejemplo, cuando alguien nos saluda: "é¢Como estds?", automdticamente respondemos: "jEstoy bien, gracias!". O cuando
alguien nos elogia nuestra apariencia, respondemos rdpidamente: "iGracias!". Pero vivir una vida de gratitud es mds que eso. Es
reconocer que todo es gracia de Dios, una razon por la que siempre debemos estar agradecidos. Dios es un Dios misericordioso. Esto sig-
nifica que, cuando nos damos cuenta de que todo es Gracia (regalo de Dios), entonces debemos estar agradecidos con Dios. Cuando nos
damos cuenta de que fuimos perdonados, entonces deberia sernos fdcil perdonar. Cuando comprendemos que Dios nos ama incondicion-
almente, nos resultard fdacil amar a los demds incondicionalmente. Cuando comprendemos lo misericordioso y generoso que es Dios con
nosotros, nos resultard fdcil dar y ser generosos de corazon. Nuestra grat'ltud a Dios debe traduc:rse en acciones. No solo decimos
