FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR | DESDE EL ESCRITORIO DEL PARRACO ﬁ

We celebrate the baptism of the Lord. One may wonder, and even find it difficult to understand, and may ask the question: 'Why did Je-
sus need to be baptized by John the Baptist in the first place?' John the Baptist preached a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of
sins and therefore, most of those coming to him were repentant sinners. But Jesus was sinless; he did not commit any sin; so, in no way
did he need this baptism of John the Baptist. Even the Gospel Reading of today from St. Matthew speaks of this. John the Baptist express-
es his unwillingness and tries to prevent Jesus, saying to him - “I need to be baptized by you, and yet you are coming to me?” But Jesus
answers him - “Allow it now, for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” And then John allows him.

At our own baptisms, we were given the light of Christ, symbolized by the baptismal candle. This light is not just a symbol but a mission.
We are called to bring hope and goodness to those around us. So, today the Church invites all of us to renew our own baptismal promis-
es, so that we can live ever more transparently as a disciple of Jesus, trying to do what is right, and true, and good, and beautiful. Thus,
through baptism, we put on Christ; we are clothed with Christ; we become one with Christ; we become another Christ.

Finally, it is very true that we receive baptism only once in our life-time, but it is never a one time event; we have to live and keep our
baptismal promises throughout our life. That is to say that we have to conform to Christ more and more daily. In order words, we who
have received the grace of baptism must endeavor always to live up to our baptismal promises throughout our life. When we live this
way, we fulfill our baptismal call and become lights for the world. God Bless! Fr. Eric

Celebramos el bautismo del Sefior. Uno podria preguntarse, e incluso tener dificultad para comprender y preguntarse: "éPor qué Jesus
necesitaba ser bautizado por Juan el Bautista?". Juan el Bautista predicaba un bautismo de arrepentimiento para el perddn de los pe-
cados y, por lo tanto, la mayoria de quienes acudian a él eran pecadores arrepentidos. Pero Jesus era impecable; no cometio ningun pe-
cado; por lo tanto, de ninguna manera necesitaba este bautismo de Juan el Bautista. Incluso la lectura del Evangelio de hoy, segtn San
Mateo, habla de esto. Juan el Bautista expresa su reticencia e intenta disuadir a Jesus, diciéndole: " “Yo soy quien debe ser bautizado por
ti, éy tu vienes a que yo te bautice?” Pero Jesus le responde: "“Haz ahora lo que te digo, porque es necesario que asi cumplamos todo
lo que Dios quiere”. Y entonces Juan lo permite.

En nuestro propio bautismo, recibimos la luz de Cristo, simbolizada por la vela bautismal. Esta luz no es solo un simbolo, sino una mision.
Estamos llamados a llevar esperanza y bondad a quienes nos rodean. Por eso, hoy la Iglesia nos invita a todos a renovar nuestras
promesas bautismales, para que podamos vivir cada vez con mayor transparencia como discipulos de Jesus, esforzandonos por hacer lo
que es justo, verdadero, bueno y bello. Asi, a través del bautismo, nos revestimos de Cristo; nos vestimos de Cristo; nos unimos a Cristo;
nos convertimos en otro Cristo.

Finalmente, es cierto que recibimos el bautismo solo una vez en la vida, pero no es un evento unico; debemos vivir y cumplir nuestras
promesas bautismales a lo largo de toda nuestra vida. Es decir, debemos conformarnos a Cristo cada dia mds. En otras palabras, quienes
hemos recibido la gracia del bautismo debemos esforzarnos siempre por vivir de acuerdo con nuestras promesas bautismales durante
toda nuestra vida. Cuando vivimos de esta manera, cumplimos nuestra vocacion bautismal y nos convertimos en luces para el mundo.
