FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR | DESDE EL ESCRITORIO DEL PARRACO ﬁ

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, today is the 6th Sunday in Ordinary time and through the Scripture Readings of today God
calls us to a radical way of living. We are called to be more than just moral: God calls us to be virtuous. The challenge of Jesus’s
words in today’s gospel is this: not only does he ask us to follow God’s commandments; he also asks us to teach others to do the
same. Jesus tells us that whoever breaks one of the least of the commandments of God and teaches others to do the same will be
called least in the Kingdom of Heaven. But whoever obeys and teaches the commandments will be the greatest in the Kingdom of
Heaven. Therefore, Jesus is asking us to not only obey God’s commands, but to teach others to obey them as well. Now, when we
hear this command of Jesus to teach others, we should not imagine that Christ is asking us to obtain a theological degree or be-
come a classroom catechist. We are to teach others to obey God’s commands by the example of our lives.

In the First Reading Sirach affirms that God knows every human action. He the wise teacher urges his listeners to make the right
choice in life. We soon come to realize in this life that the free choices we have to make to become moral people are not always
black and white, like the choices Sirach uses. Freedom is an eminently Christian virtue and value. But then, life and its choices are
complex. To be wise means to choose carefully what choices we make, not through blind obedience, but through thought and
prayer. We also have the commandments to guide us.

Today, then, it is appropriate to be thankful for the people in our lives whose love has taught us how to live well. It is also right to
re-double our own efforts to be the best example we can be to others. Because if we obey the commandments of God and teach
others how to obey them, we will be the greatest in the Kingdom of Heaven. God Bless! Fr. Eric

Mis queridos hermanos en Cristo, hoy es el sexto domingo del tiempo ordinario y a través de las lecturas biblicas de hoy, Dios nos
llama a una forma radical de vida.

Pero quien obedece y ensefia los
mandamientos serd el mds grande en el Reino de los Cielos. Por lo tanto, Jesus nos pide no solo que obedezcamos los mandamien-
tos de Dios, sino que ensefiemos a otros a obedecerlos también. Ahora bien, cuando escuchamos este mandato de Jesus de ensefiar
a otros, no debemos imaginar que Cristo nos estd pidiendo que obtengamos un titulo teolégico o que nos convirtamos en
catequistas de aula. Debemos ensefiar a otros a obedecer los mandamientos de Dios con el ejemplo de nuestra vida.

En la Primera Lectura, el Sirdcida afirma que Dios conoce cada accion humana. El, el sabio maestro, insta a sus oyentes a tomar la
decision correcta en la vida. Pronto nos damos cuenta de que las decisiones libres que debemos tomar para convertirnos en per-
sonas morales no siempre son blanco o negro, como las que usa el Sirdcida. La libertad es una virtud y un valor eminentemente
cristianos. Pero la vida y sus decisiones son complejas. Ser sabio significa elegir con cuidado nuestras decisiones, no mediante una
obediencia ciega, sino mediante la reflexion y la oracién. También tenemos los mandamientos que nos guian.

Hoy, entonces, es apropiado agradecer a las personas en nuestras vidas cuyo amor nos ha ensefiado a vivir bien. También es justo
redoblar nuestros esfuerzos para ser el mejor ejemplo posible para los demds. Porque si obedecemos los mandamientos de Dios y
ensefiamos a otros a obedecerlos, seremos los mds grandes en el Reino de los Cielos. jQue Dios los bendiga! P. Eric
