FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR | DESDE EL ESCRITORIO DEL PARRACO ﬁ

We are in the 3rd week of Lent. In the Gospel Reading from St. John, we have the marvelous account of Jesus and the Samaritan woman
at Jacob’s well. Jesus is tired and thirsty from his journey and asks her for a drink. But his real thirst is for this woman’s faith and salva-
tion. Jesus invites her to come to faith in him and she finally recognizes him as the Messiah, the Savior of the world. It must be empha-
sized here that this Samaritan woman was rejected and broken because of her past life. Now there are several indications in the gospel
that reveal the brokenness of the Samaritan woman. There is the obvious discussion about her multiple failed marriages. But there is also
the detail that she comes to draw water at the well at noon. The usual time to draw water was in the morning before the sun becomes
too hot. At that time all the women of the town would come together in a group, sharing stories about their lives as they drew water for
their families. It seems that this woman whom Jesus meets was not welcome in their company. She was an outcast. She came to the well
alone.

Friends, what is important about this story is the manner in which Jesus exercises his ministry. In this story, Jesus takes time to heal the
Samaritan woman. So often in the gospels Jesus’ miracles seem to happen in a flash. He runs across someone in need and suddenly the
blind can see, and the lame can walk, and the deaf can hear. But in today’s gospel, Jesus sits with this woman at the well and enters into
an extended conversation with her about water, about her marriages, about worship, and about the Messiah. In that conversation, over
time, this woman begins to change, from someone who is suspicious to someone who trusts, from a doubter to a believer, from an out-
cast to a disciple.

All of us have something in our lives that we want to change, a brokenness that we want to heal. It might be a habit of sin that keeps re-
curring, a prejudice we cannot erase, a hurt we cannot forgive, or a fear we cannot overcome. When we recognize that fault, we want to
fix it at once. And when we try and fail or when we think we have succeeded and it comes back again, it is easy to become discour-
aged. This gospel tells us that God is willing to give us time. It reminds us that healing does not always happen suddenly. God is willing to
sit with us, talk with us, and lead us step by step to life. That process might take a few days or a few years. But there is always hope as
long as we stay in the conversation. God Bless! Fr. Eric

Estamos en la 3ra semana de Cuaresma. En la lectura del Evangelio de San Juan, tenemos el maravilloso relato de Jesus y la samaritana
en el pozo de Jacob. Jesus estd cansado y sediento del viaje y le pide de beber. Pero su verdadera sed es por la fe y la salvacion de esta
mujer. Jesus la invita a creer en él y ella finalmente lo reconoce como el Mesias, el Salvador del mundo. Cabe destacar aqui que esta mujer
samaritana era rechazada debido a su pasado. Ahora bien, hay varias indicaciones en el Evangelio que revelan el quebrantamiento de la
samaritana. Estd la obvia discusion sobre sus multiples fracasos matrimoniales. Pero también estd el detalle de que ella va a sacar agua al
pozo al mediodia. La hora habitual para sacar agua era por la mafiana, antes de que el sol calentara demasiado. En ese momento, todas
las mujeres del pueblo se reunian en grupo para platicar sobre sus vidas mientras sacaban agua para sus familias. Parece que esta mujer
con la que Jesus se encuentra no era bienvenida en ese grupo. Era una marginada. Llegd sola al pozo.

Amigos, lo importante de esta historia es la manera en que Jesus ejerce su ministerio. En ella, Jesus se toma el tiempo para sanar a la mu-
jer samaritana. Con frecuencia, en los evangelios, los milagros de Jesus parecen ocurrir en un instante. Se encuentra con alguien necesita-
do y, de repente, los ciegos pueden ver, los cojos pueden caminar y los sordos pueden oir. Pero en el evangelio de hoy, Jesus se sienta con
esta mujer junto al pozo y entabla una larga conversacion con ella sobre el agua, sobre sus matrimonios, sobre la adoracion y sobre el
Mesias. En esa conversacion, con el tiempo, esta mujer comienza a cambiar: de desconfiada a confiada, de escéptica a creyente, de mar-
ginada a discipula.

Todos tenemos algo en la vida que queremos cambiar, una herida que queremos sanar. Puede ser un hdbito pecaminoso recurrente, un
prejuicio que no podemos borrar, una herida que no podemos perdonar o un miedo que no podemos superar. Cuando reconocemos esa
falla, queremos corregirla de inmediato. Y cuando lo intentamos y fallamos, o cuando creemos haber tenido éxito y vuelve a ocurrir, es
fdcil desanimarse. Este evangelio nos dice que Dios estd dispuesto a darnos tiempo. Nos recuerda que la sanacion no siempre ocurre de
repente. Dios estd dispuesto a sentarse con nosotros, hablar con nosotros y guiarnos paso a paso hacia la vida. Ese proceso puede tomar
unos dias o unos afios. Pero siempre hay esperanza mientras nos mantengamos en la conversacion. jQue Dios los bendiga! Padre Eric
