This Sunday, the Church commemorates the solemnity of the Corpus Christi (Latin, it means the Body of Christ). The body of
Christ is the living bread from heaven which Jesus gave to us during the last supper. The assurance of Jesus to us is that if we
live our lives following God’s will and receive Jesus as our bread of life, we will be with God forever.

Friends, we all want to meet Jesus. We want to have a closer friendship with Jesus. We want to have more of Jesus in our lives.
We have come to the right place: the Eucharist. The best place to meet Jesus is in the Eucharist. If you want to be close Jesus,
he tells us how in the Gospel today: Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me and I in him. (John 6:56). Our
most intimate moment with Jesus is when we receive Jesus in Holy Communion. We receive Jesus into our very bodies and
hearts.

Jesus gave up his body for you on Calvary and gives up his body for you in every Mass so that you may receive him in Holy
Communion. It is the one sacrifice on Calvary extended through time to us at Mass. Some misunderstand and think we
(Catholics) say Jesus is sacrificed again during every Mass. No, it is the one sacrifice of Jesus on Calvary which is extended
through time to us in every Mass and so truly Jesus can say to you, “the bread that I will give is my flesh for the life of the world”.
(John 6:51))

Friends, Jesus’ presence does make a difference in our lives when Christ becomes the center and focus of our every longing.
Jesus offers us the gift of himself to lead, guide, and protect us in our journey of faith.  What an awesome gift we have in Jesus.
